Transfer coursework should include at least one college-level writing/composition class and one college-level
mathematics course. While the above profile is recommended, each applicant will be given a thorough individual
review. When considering an application, Webster looks for evidence of potential for academic success.

= An official transcript from the CCCS College attended, and an official transcript from any and all other
postsecondary institutions previously attended.

= A 300-500 word essay on a topic of the applicant’s choice
